Just across the United States border, in Nogales, Sonora, Mexico, many children are forced
to raise themselves. Some are left alone when their parents go to work because the family
can’t afford childcare. Sexual and physical abuse is common. Children navigate drug-related
violence in the streets and are pressured to join gangs as they grow older. BorderLinks works in
partnership with the only community center in Nogales, Sonora that provides transformational
programs for people-made-poor.
